
Hamilton City Council has established a Single-Year Community 
Grant of $292,000. This grant will be allocated annually to support 
organisations and projects in Hamilton contributing to the purposes 
and goals of community wellbeing in Hamilton. The fund will be 
allocated by an Allocation Committee consisting of five representatives 
from the public and two Hamilton City Councillors. 

Nominations are called for five representatives from the public for 
the Allocation Committee to be tasked with assessing applications 
and allocating this fund, for the next three years. These community 
representatives must have strong community knowledge, a range 
of appropriate capabilities and cultural understanding. Committee 
members are expected to attend one meeting in late March, and an 
allocation meeting held over two days in April.
